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Format Change
The Australian Racing Drivers Club and Driving Solutions are very pleased to announce the new look for the Eastern Creek Track Days to commence in January 2011.

The day will now consist of four, twenty minutes groups which will run as follows:
1. Private Group




8am – 1pm

This will be reserved for private groups wishing to book track time for their drivers only 

2. Advanced Group 



8am – 1pm

  
Experienced track day or racing drivers with:

· Race cars (excluding Radicals) with passenger seats or

· Track day cars

3. Intermediate Group



12:30pm- 5:30pm

Experienced track day drivers with:

· Fast road registered cars

4. Beginners Group



12:30pm- 5:30pm

Inexperienced track day drivers or experienced drivers with:

· Slower road registered cars

Two groups will run in a morning session, with alternate twenty minutes on the track, and two groups will run in the afternoon session, also with alternate twenty minutes on the track.

Why change the structure?

Going into 2011 we are facing the same pressures as everyone else, our costs have increased considerably. We have also found that as the Eastern Creek Track Days have become so popular, they regularly sell out and we have had to turn people away. We therefore needed to find an alternative that allowed us to safely take more drivers on a day, without reducing track time or increasing our prices too drastically. Just scheduling more dates was not an option, with Eastern Creek Raceway being fully booked for 2011.
Will I get less track time? 
NO – total track time will be exactly the same as before. With a full day structure and three groups, drivers had a maximum of 6 sessions, or 120 minutes on the track, assuming no stoppages. Under this new structure, of half days with two groups, drivers will have exactly the same number of sessions and track time, as the table below depicts. We will also be employing extra spotters around the track to speed up the changeover time between groups.

How do I benefit from the half day structure?
For many people this half day structure will work well, as they will only need half a day out of the office to get the same amount of track time as before.

There will be less time spent off the track, previously 40 minutes were spent off the track between sessions, under the new structure this will be halved to 20 minutes.

Many drivers find that fatigue starts to set in around 2pm, with half day sessions, fatigue is less likely and most drivers will be able to advantage of more track time.

Will there still be instruction?
YES – instructors will still be available on the day for in car tuition. If you want to have a private instructor in the car with you at all times, this can also be arranged.

Can I still take my OLT (Observed Licence Test)?
YES – OLT’s will still be conducted, in the Advanced Group only. Please indicate that you wish to take your OLT when booking in.
How many cars will there be in a session?

The number of cars on track will depend on the session, for beginners there will be no more than 24 on the track, intermediate, 24 and advanced, 26.
What time do I have to be there?

For those groups running in the morning, the briefing will be at 8:00am sharp with the first group on the track at 8:30am. The morning session will end at 1:00pm
For those groups running in the afternoon, the briefing will be at 12:30pm with the first group on the track at 1:00pm. The afternoon session will end at 5:30pm
Please note that attendance at the briefing is compulsory for all drivers, if you miss the briefing you will not be permitted onto the track until a separate briefing has been given to you, which may delay the start to your day, and possibly reduce your track time.
Is lunch included?
As the structure is now for two half days, lunch will no longer be included. However the Canteen will be open to purchase refreshments.

What if I want a full day at Eastern Creek?

For most people this half day structure will work well, however there will still be those who want a full day experience. 

We will therefore also be operating half day Advanced Driver Skills Courses on the skid pan and skid circuit for those who want to make a full day of it. The number of drivers on each course will be limited so that each driver can receive individual tuition as required. This can range from learning better car control for track days through to general practice for motorkhana events.
How much will it cost?
Given the change in structure we have been able to keep our price increases to a minimum, prices are now:
